The Performance teacher will be taking a one–year sabbatical during the 2008 – 2009 school year, in addition to a professional leave-of-absence this spring. We are currently accepting applications for a long- term substitute teacher interested in teaching for one or both of these periods. Preference may be given to qualified candidates interested in both.  

Applicants should have substantial experience teaching performance to young people of all ages. Ideal candidates will have a resource of curriculum that fosters self- confidence and comfort on stage, as well as flexible, dynamic and creative self-expression.   They will also have substantial experience with directing young people’s theater, and with creating original performance material with students.  They will possess a relaxed and joyful rapport with children, will know how to foster a healthy, positive ensemble spirit, and will look to make class time fun, as well as instructive.  

For the Spring 2008 substitute position: 

You will be teaching one, one-hour performance class per week to each class in grades Kindergarten through 5, and to six sections of middle school during presently established class times. These times are: from 10am and 3:15pm on Mondays, Tuesdays, and Thursdays. Prior to beginning teaching, you will meet with the current performance teacher to discuss and select curriculum that will allow for a continuum of learning.

For the 2008-2009 1-year teaching position:

During the regular school year, you will be asked teach 20 hours per week, spread out over 3-5 days per week, teaching one hour per week to each class in grades K – 5 and to each of the six sections of middle school. 

During the late fall and winter, you will be responsible for creating, directing, choreographing (some) and staging an all-school original musical to be performed in February.  Your schedule will, during this process, increase in total hours per week as a necessity, and your salary will reflect those additional hours.
